Their warehouses contain clothes, medical aids, wheelchairs etc all of
which have been discarded by us but are invaluable to someone out there. Could you imagine having a
disabled or injured child and not being able to give them the equipment they need for life?

Peace and Hope kit out schools and hospitals in Nicaragua- if you know of hospitals who are replacing essential
items (beds etc) on a large scale please get in touch with the Peace and Hope Trust and they will collect them if
there are enough to fill their van. If you have smaller items Mrs Lane has kindly offered to deliver them in her
car.
